The WorldFish Center is an international, non-profit research organization dedicated to reducing poverty and hunger by improving fisheries 
and aquaculture.  WorldFish is one of the 15 members of the CGIAR Consortium. The CGIAR is a global partnership that unites organiza-
tions engaged in research for sustainable development with funders, including governments, foundations, and international and regional 
organizations. CGIAR research is dedicated to reducing poverty and hunger, improving human health and nutrition, and enhancing ecosys-
tem resilience.
 
Recognizing the opportunities that fisheries and aquaculture offer for the poor, the hungry and the vulnerable, we at WorldFish are committed 
to meeting two key development challenges:
 
 1. To improve the livelihoods of those who are especially poor and vulnerable in places where fisheries and aquaculture can
     make a difference.
 2. To achieve large scale, environmentally sustainable increases in supply and access to fish, at affordable prices, for poor
     consumers in developing countries.

What we do 
From new syntheses and analysis to targeted, on the ground delivery and knowledge sharing, our technologies, products and services help 
to make development happen while learning how to do it better. With more than 200 staff, including 36 Ph.D. scientists, based in 8 countries 
across Asia, Africa and the Pacific we work in more than 19 countries around the world. 
 
WorldFish Bangladesh 
Since 1987 millions of Bangladeshis have benefited from WorldFish’s work. Over forty W orldFish projects have helped them raise more fish 
for their families to eat and sell in rural and urban markets. A total of 141 staff are working towards greater impacts. 

Benefits For Bangladesh:
Doubled Yields For Smallholder Fish Farmers
          • Working with the Bangladesh Fisheries Research Institute (BFRI), WorldFish introduced a faster growing strain of genetically
 improved farmed tilapia (GIFT) which has been widely adopted throughout the county. 
          • USAID investments on past and current programs are allowing WorldFish  in partnership with the GOB and a range of others
 reach in excess of  1 million households.  These  programs are working to improve fish seed, expand commercial aquaculture
 and improve pond productivity and household nutrition for large numbers of households.    

New Brackish-Water Aquaculture for Poor Rice Farmers
          • With USAID, WorldFish introduced better shrimp farming techniques and supported value chains to ensure a reliable supply of
 healthy shrimp postlarvae. A new system for screening shrimp seed for white spot disease improved yields and incomes. 
          • WorldFish helped set up Bangladesh's first private testing facility for white spot disease and trained staff. The Center also funded
 non-government organizations to disseminate best practice in the shrimp value chain to boost production and improve quality.

Sustainable Community Fisheries Management
          • WorldFish has promoted community fisheries management in Bangladesh for 15 years. This effort has involved 15 partners at
 132 sites covering every type of water body in a country, and convinced the Government of Bangladesh to adopt community
 approaches to fisheries co-management. 

Strengthened Capacity and Networks
          • WorldFish has worked to strengthen the human and institutional capacity of partners and stakeholders at all levels over the past
 two decades. In the last 10 years we have arranged over 40 trips for 185 Bangladeshi scientists and senior officials to receive
 training and attend conferences and workshops. In the last five years, WorldFish has trained and mentored over 950 staff of 160
 local non-government organizations (NGOs).
